Here is a simple and creative model idea to show both sources of fresh water and ways to
harness them:

Model Idea

1. Mini Landscape Model

What it shows: Different natural sources of fresh water
Materials: Cardboard, clay, paint, small containers, cotton, plastic wrap
Features to include:

- Mountains (with melting snow to show glacier runoff)

- River flowing from mountains

- Lake made from a small container

- Rain collector using plastic wrap as a funnel into a tank

- Groundwater well (show with a straw going into the "ground")
Dams and Reservoirs

: Storing and controlling water from rivers

Materials: Clay or sponge to create a dam, tray for river, water
How it works:

- Block the river with the dam

- Show how it collects water and releases it slowly

Materials: Plastic bottle or box as a house, pipe (straw or tube), water container
How it works:

- Pour water (rain) over the roof

- Watch it flow into the pipe and fill the storage container
